Property Background

This Property was once the Sisters of the Most Precious Blood Convent, which was begun in the early 1870s and consists of approximately 40 acres of land with several additional buildings.  
Project Summary

The Proposed project is a repositioning redevelopment of the historic Sisters convent.  During the first phase of the redevelopment, the campus will be managed by a Continuum of Care Retirement Community (CCRC) management company.  The CCRC will include 60 apartments for low0income seniors, licensed skilled nursing, and a complete wellness center with an indoor pool.  Future phases will include 74 independent living apartments and 45 patio homes.  The two features of the project will be: affordable housing and the skilled nursing facility.    

BLRF Funding

The EIERA Board has approved SMI-SNF Landlord for a loan for $193,495. The BRLF was capitalized through a grant from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.
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
